· Tilly, IIAV will be co-ordinating the Fragen project ; a subproject of the European Quing project, which is coordinated by Dr. Mieke Verloo of Radboud University, Nijmegen Netherlands  http://www.quing.eu/  (Quing analyses equal opportunities policy documents within Europe; it involves  researchers/partners  from EU countries who analyse the texts).  The Fragen project focuses on European key second wave feminist texts for digitisation and incorporation into a database for analysis.  The texts will be coded to identify the trigger of the second wave movement in each country.  There will be clear selection criteria and copyright directions. Fragen means questions in German.  There will be a need for pragmatism in selection. Tilly, IIAV will send a letter with relevant details to all potential Fragen partners within Europe within the next months inviting women’s information centers in Europe to join the project.

It is stories about being in opposition, and the consequences this brings. Several of the women have been subjected to government surveillance. 

· ”I’ve been fighting most of my life” – seven women’s rebellion against forced marriage is a documentation project that tells the stories of seven women. They have all escaped their families to regain the power over their own life and choices. For most of them, it was the threat of forced marriage that made them decide to leave home. They found protection and help at crisis centres.
