1)Presentation of Elektr@:

Following the presentation of databases we had during the morning  WINE seminar, Inge Van der Stighelen (Amazone) presented Elektr@: gateway to national, European and international equalopportunities agendas , the database which gives up-to-date-information on the equal opportunities policy by screening the agendas of the Belgian, European and international institutions from day to day.
This screening results in:
- an overview of the actual policy items on the agenda of the governmental
institutions with some explanation and links to the important documents
under treatment
- an up-to-date agenda of the different governmental institutions in charge
of equal opportunities
- a thematic classification of settled agenda items
- an overview of important documents in relation to the equal opportunities
policy with direct link to the document itself in full text
- a periodical free of charge bulletin on the policy of equal opportunities.

1) The  Board and legal status of  WINE: 

We agreed that it's time to constitute an official association/European NGO. This, in fact, will facilitate WINE to act as the main juridical person when applying for European funding and presenting project proposals to the EU.

The first step, will be that of enlarging and giving a formal structure to the Board of WINE.

We discussed together the requisites and tasks of the future members: 

Requisites of Board Members:
1)  To have a (two? three? year) professional background as a women’s information
specialist (librarian, documentation centre/archive specialist,
coordinator/director of  women’s information centres and networks, etc.);
2)  To have some experience in national and international networking;
3)  To be representative of the different geographical and cultural areas the
WINE network covers;
4)  To have the capacity to develop projects; 

5) To communicate in English (both in reading and writing );

6) To plan processes;


Tasks of Board Members:
1)      To discuss together the main technical/organizational issues related to the
WINE network and to share the main responsibilities on matters like fund
raising; main activities and objectives; annual meetings;  legal status of WINE;
secretariat role; etc;
2)      To discuss together the main  issues of content and focus: Eu 
project work;
conferences and workshops; events and initiatives, etc;
3)      After October 2006 (end of Athena II): to take care of  the WINE 
secretariat on a rotational basis (6/12 months each?): moderation of the mailing-list;
organization of meetings in that period; update of WINE website, etc;
4)      To meet at least once a year;
5)      To be willing to give WINE the juridical status, by registering the network as an European NGO in her own country (through a “private contract”, which doesn’t need the  presence of a lawyer and it’s usually free of charge in every country- to be checked).

In Barcelona we agreed that the WINE board should have 4-5 members and made a
list of possible candidates willing to enter it:

1)  The next Know How Conference, Mexico City, August 2006:

Tilly Vriend (IIAV) updated us on the latest news about the next Know How Conference.

 2) The  VI Feminist Research Conference and next Athena meeting, Lodtz, August     2006

In the same period, WINE will be engaged also with the VI Feminist Research Conference and the next Athena meeting.

We noticed that within the programme of the conference no specific space is dedicated to Women’s information centres and activities.

The first step will be that of trying and negotiate with the Organization team a proper space for us, which could be done together with the ICT group of Athena.

Action Points:

1)The VII publication of Athena:

In Autumn we will be asked to deliver a first draft of the WINE seminar dossier for the Athena Publication. The general idea is that of maintaining the structure of the seminar, but including more presentations of national databases.

More details will be given once we have detailed instructions from Utrecht;

Approx. deadline: September 2005.

2)The products to be delivered within: 

a) October 2005:

· The WINE survey
The mid-term WINE survey, drawing from the data collected from the questionnaire,  

should be included in the VII publication as a first ‘photograph’ of the network (to be updated in  2006). From this first overview, we will be able to highlight the strengths, weaknesses, possibilities of WINE and to work on the 4 activity areas we focussed on the ATHENA/WINE proposal. 

b)   October 2006:

· To follow up on the WINE final version of the survey;

· To focus on the Eastern European partners of WINE, who will more easily participate/be speakers at the VI Feminist Conference; 
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
