Tilly Vriend was asked to chair the meeting, and Marta to take notes, with assistance from Maria.

Discussion Points:

1) Wine within WG 3A: How to find new ways of cooperation (see attached document)

We started our meeting retracing the history of last year of activities, from Lodz to Budapest.

In 2006 the Athena 3 application was finalized and submitted to the EU. After knowing that we would have been included as Wine in WG 3A. Strengthening the Societal Impact of Women Studies of the new application, we submitted a shared document listing and planning the future activities of Wine as Subgroup III/ Women’s Libraries, Documentation Centers and Archives.

In Budapest, though, during the plenary of group 3A, we felt that only few things of that document were included in the general plan of the larger group and that the role and position of Wine within WG 3A was not clear enough.

We shared this opinion with the coordinators of WG 3A, with the Athena coordinator Berteke Waaldijk, and discussed it thoroughly among the Wine participants during the first Wine meeting. 

All the people present agreed that we would try and find a way to work at our best with WG 3A, trying to focus on the positive synergies between the two groups. 

In particular, we agreed that dissemination should be stressed both as the specific task of Wine and as transversal to the whole Athena 3 project. The members of Wine have got the specific skills to disseminate all the important information and activities regarding Athena 3, using their networks and databases on national and transnational level. Moreover, our organization have the expertise to compile bibliographies, reading lists, databases- which could be useful for all the Athena WGs.

Drawing from this crucial idea, we  worked at a proposal  for cooperation with WG 3A and wrote a document which lists the most important points of it. We presented the document (see it in attachment) during  the closing plenary of WG 3A.

3)The  Board of  WINE 

The Board was enlarged, and the members are at the moment:

Annamaria Tagliavini, Tilly Vriend, Maria Gronroos, Marta Garro, Beverly Kemp, Berith Backlund.

We need to check whether Karin Aleksander still wants to be part of the board.

We agreed that a member from Eastern Europe would be necessary.

Marta will update the Wine board mailing list.

4) The WINE website

As stated in the common document we produced, the Wine website need to be linked to the new Athena website.

What we agreed on is that we would like to maintain our website/webpage on the Athena portal separated from that of group 3A, the ideal would be a space as a group, parallel to the other WGs - this means that Wine would have its own  privileges and password to enter it. On the other side, we could use the homepage of the Wine website and link it to the Athena/Wine section.

Berith, Heidi and Marta left the meeting for a workshop on the new ATHENA 3 web site. When they returned it was concluded that we need to contact Mischa Peters from the Athena coordination and see how it is possible to integrate the Wine homepage with the ATHENA 3 web page. We agreed that Berith, Heidi and Marta would take care of this matter.

5) Women's World 2008, Madrid 

The next Wine workshop and Athena 3 meeting will be in Madrid and will be combined with WW 2008: http://www.mmww08.org/ .

It will be a great opportunity to organise a Wine seminar/workshop there, with the aim of showing the strength of our centers, their different ‘souls’ and the many tools they offer to the civil society around them. Therefore we agreed that the session/workshop should not focus so much on technology, but rather on content. We want to give space to all the projects, activities and events that make our centers so lively and active. How to do this without simply ‘listing’  things? Other ideas that were discussed, such as looking at new target groups that we want to reach, and interactivity between our centers/web sites and users/activists. Several of us are involved in projects which present the stories of groups of women who have not been visible in our previous work. Examples of this are immigrant women, women who have been exposed to trafficking, and women activists within the resistance movement during the 2nd WW. To be thought over.

Another important issue: we should encourage fundraising during this winter, in order to be able to bring to Madrid the largest number of Wine members we can. 

6) Look for calls

We agreed that a part of our job within Wine is the search for project calls, i.s. funding to plan and carry out activities which are important to us. But it was also discussed that EU applications are demanding, and therefore should be carefully investigated with people who know the different funding programs before we start to compile applications. Few of the Wine members have the resources it takes to co-ordinate EU applications. The International Offices at the universities are often very helpful, and have a lot of experience in the funding field. The National Contact Points (NCPs) in your countries are also important – they know e.g. whom to contact in Brussels. You need to know about other bids, if it is necessary to have partners from certain parts of Europe, what a call is looking for (not always explicitly said in the call), etc.

5) Report and presentation of each organisations:

We all agreed that we should dedicate more time, within Wine, to the exchange of information  on our work: what is going on in our organizations, which are the projects we are carrying out, etc…the idea of a newsletter to be published on the Athena website came up- we need to see whether we have the energies and time to do it!

We took the time, though, to report on the state of things in our centers and were impressed by the amount of projects, activities and public events our organizations are involved with:

a) Kilden has being working on “Gender in Norway” (http://gender.no website) - an English language information service about official gender equality work, gender research, and gender statistics in Norway. KILDEN also has a lot of English information at the Resource Bank for Gender Mainstreaming in Science (http://kvinneriforskning.no/english/)
Other main areas of work is proposed changes to KILDEN's database of researchers, and the planned re-launch of the English pages of KILDENs main website (http://kilden.forskningsradet.no/c17224/artikkel/vis.html?tid=17282).
b) Associazione Orlando  is currently involved in the following projects and activities:
· It has organized the final conference of the transnational Equal project E-WIT, held in Bologna on 26-27 May. The conference was also the final one of the Equal national project “TechnèDonne” (http://www.technedonne.it/). During the  first day of the conference a Femcamp was organized which gathered more than 200 hundred people (http://barcamp.org/FemCamp);

· The national project “Digital Library”, financed by the Ministry of Culture,  is coming to the end of its first cycle and hopefully will be financed also in 2008. 

· On June 7th it will be inaugurated the  “Historical  Women’s Archive”, the archive gathering Associazione Orlando’s historical material, from the seventies onward. 

KVINFO is currently involved in the following projects and activities:
KVINFOs expert database – which has been further developed and is involved in two external projects:

· Women on Board: An expert database for women candidates for boards of companies, realized in cooperation with the organization Danish Industy. 

· “Who is She in Jordan”. The software and know how of the KVINFO expert database is exported to Jordan as a part of KVINFOs involvement in the Partnership of Progress and Reform-programme of the Danish Ministry of Foreign Affair. 

KVINFOs cooperation with Danish Ministry of Foreign Affair on the Partnership on Progress and Reform with the Middle East and North Africa includes the following projects:

· A regional programme called Dialogue and Cooperation on Women’s Rights in the Arab Region

· A bilateral project on implementation of the new family law in Morocco;

· the cooperation and exchange between Danish and Moroccan NGOs on themes like civil rights, health, gender violence;

· Engendering the public sphere in Jordan

· Decentralization and women’s participation in Jordan

The unvisible success - The website about migrant women in Denmark is now to be extended with a section on New Men in Denmark on immigrant men. The aim is that of breaking stereotypes on migrants and on their gender roles.

Mentoring network for immigrant women: the aim is that of matching (through interviews, training, social activities) migrants and Danish women on a professional basis.

c) Amazone is currently involved in the following projects and activities:

· “Countries in transitions”, a 4 year project which focuses on networking and exchange on EO in Turkey, Morocco and Iran;

· Dissemination of information related to many local organization on the Amazone portal;

· Key role in the election process as far as for gender issues;

· Digitalization of Posters and periodical collections (just indexed);

· Participation in the gender Forum;

· Update the Amazone database with  all the new information about women’s organizations, with focuss on the Belgian ones and on the Brussels community of women.

d) The Women’s Library is currently involved in the following projects and activities:

· A big project on prostitution, which gathers seminars, conferences, and exhibitions;

· As for the on-line resources:

a) the database GENESIS is kept updated;

b) Digitised images have been added to the catalogue;

c) A national project, in cooperation with the British Library, focusing on archiving women’s websites (women’s organizations websites; blogs; personal websites;…) http://www.webarchive.org.uk/col/c8175.html

· Future projects: a research network on the women’s liberation movement in UK;

· E-learning projects.

f) The Women’s History Collections in Gothenburg, Sweden is currently involved in the following projects and activities:

· A website on women’s right to education has been launched in 2007, but only in Swedish so far

· A website on women and work is planned for 2008

· There are also plans for a women’s biography

· And a database of researchers is under construction together with the Swedish Secretariat for Gender Research
